Scholarship Categories
1. High School Youth / College / Trade School Scholarships
· One-time scholarship awards of up to $750 will be granted to:
· Graduating high school seniors
· Adults pursuing post-secondary education
· Applicants must be active members of LCMCC or heavily engaged in the local community.
2. The Lee E. Cooper Memorial Scholarship
Established on February 14, 2022. The Lee E. Cooper Scholarship Fund honors the life of a devoted and graceful servant of God. A long-time resident of Cairo, Georgia, Mother Cooper was a faithful mother, dedicated wife to the late Reverend Cooper and a passionate follower of Christ. Her legacy continues through this scholarship, which reflects her love for faith, family, and education.
Award Amount: Up to $750 (one-time grant)
Eligibility Requirements:
· Minimum 3.0 GPA (must submit official transcript)
· Proof of enrollment into a college, university, or trade institution (on official corporate letterhead)
· A 250-word minimum essay addressing how furthering your education or skills will help you make a difference in your community or country
3. Continuing Education Scholarships for College Students & Adults seeking to advance their career.
Designed for undergraduate students and adults returning to school, this scholarship supports individuals active in their communities or in fellowship with LCMCC Beltsville, Maryland.
Award Amount: Up to $750 (one-time grant)

· Completed online application form
· Official high school or college transcript (If seeking secondary vocational opportunities then a letter of intent/acceptance is needed.)
· High school seniors: transcript through the first semester of 12th grade
· College students: most recent transcript
· Letter of acceptance from an accredited college, university, trade, or vocational institution
· Four letters of recommendation:
· Two from educational professionals, LCMCC members, clergy, or mentors
· Two from school or community leaders
· Personal Essay (typed, 250-word maximum) addressing the following:
5. How you have benefited from participation in your community, LCMCC, or your local church and how do you plan to pay it forward
5. How you have overcome adversity
5. Your educational and personal goals
*Important: Incomplete applications or missing documents will result in disqualification. All materials must be received by the posted deadline.
Selection & Award Process
Recipients will be selected by the LCMCC Scholarship Committee based on eligibility, merit, and application completeness. The committee reserves the right to:
· Rescind awards if recipients fail to graduate or do not enroll in a qualified institution
· Withhold awards if no applicants meet the criteria
Disbursement of Funds
Scholarship payments will be made directly to the educational institution upon official verification of the recipient’s enrollment.

· Application Open: May 21, 2025
· Application Deadline: June 3, 2025
· Notification of Recipients: June 25, 2025
Failure to submit all required documentation by the deadline will result in a voided application.
